Regulations Our Institute has two groups including Design, Transdisciplinary Art. Compulsory

courses are as follows:

1. Course “Seminar on Arts and Design” provides 1 credit each semester. Students should
take a minimum of 3 credits. Maximum of 3 credits.

2. The “Independent Study on Design” course provides 3 credits. Maximum 6 credits
during your study.

3. Students should take at least 6 courses from the Institute of Applied Arts during their
study. The compulsory “Seminar on Arts and Design”, “Independent Study on Design”
courses are not included within the 6 required courses.

4. Each student has to take at least one course offered by the other two groups.

5. Students should take a minimum of 5 courses from each pathway.

6. Students who take thesis writing as graduation requirement must take at least one
course related to research methods.

7. Students who take art creation_as graduation requirement must take at least two
courses related to design and art creation practice.

The above requirements must be confirmed with the thesis advisor. If the thesis advisor
has not yet been selected, the director guides to selecting the courses temporarily.
