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Students of DIF should
select 12 credits of DIF
elective courses.
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The minimum requirement of graduation credits of DIF is 128 credits. Besides the above required courses,
students of DIF should select 24 credits of common courses.
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9 credits of the professwnal program should be selected, 9
according to whether the Program of Information
Management or the Program of Finance is taken.
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The minimum credit requirement of minor 27 credits (excluding the
program preliminary courses)
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Since the academic year 2010, DIF has only accepted non-COM students' application for minor program.
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
